GENDER-RELATED FEATURES OF MID-AGE CRISIS EXPERIENCE BY ADULTS WITH
NEGATIVE SOCIALIZATION EXPERIENCE IN THE PARENTAL FAMILY

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Abstract

Relevance. The purpose of this article is to highlight the results of a study of the
influence of stereotypical attitudes of parents in raising children on the development of
the mid-life crisis of such children (men and women) in adulthood. The subject of the study
was the influence of the family socialization experience of men and women on their
experience of the mid-life crisis.

Methodology. For the needs of the study, the following methods were used: 1) the
Ukrainian version of the DCQ-12 questionnaire (The Developmental Crisis Questionnaire)
in the authors' adaptation; 2) Psychological Well-Being Scale K.Riff in adaptation
S.Karskanova; 3) Subjective Well-Being Scale Bibisi (in adaptation L.M. Karamushka et al.;)
4) Typical Family Status Methodology E.G. Edemiller, V.V. Justytsky; 5) Parent-Child
Relationships Methodology (PARI). Statistical methods used: descriptive and frequency
analyses, correlation analysis, Mann-Whitney test, regression analysis based on SPSS 26.0
and R studio. Sample. 260 adults aged 35-45 years.

Results. The results of the translation and testing of the Ukrainian version of the DCQ-
12 are presented. With its help, the hypothesis that experiencing a midlife crisis
significantly reduces the subjective well-being of adults has been statistically proven, and
negative childhood experiences of family socialization and specific forms of parental
attitudes towards family roles increase the experiences of a midlife crisis in such children
when they become adults. At the same time, compared to men, women whose parents
had unfavorable parental attitudes and who experienced negative childhood experiences
demonstrated a greater severity of experiencing a midlife crisis.
